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Replace Winter Dread withv Thankfulness

Many people dread winter because of the colder temperatures, shorter days and increased isolation from others; loneliness
and depression are common side effects. The common cold and other more severe seasonal illnesses are other evils to
contend with during this season. At such a time as this, we have Christmas! God is amazing; His timing is perfect. When
we need Him the most, we have a chance to warm our hearts, revel in the glory of Christ’s birth, as we count down to
Christmas. 1 just love the holiday decorations, socials, caroling, classic movies, live nativity scenes and worship experiences
of the Christmas season. I’ll stay away from the mall and give to the poor, but I will not dread the cold months — I’ll bear
them.

It’s easier to care for those you see on a regular basis in a smaller intimate
setting than those whom you see less frequently. The mutual support experienced in a discipleship group is mentioned the
most among group members, when asked what they love about the group. I think that’s because people are hurting and the
fast pace lifestyle we lead doesn’t allow for much healing or resting time. The healing that takes place in a group strengthens
each group member, resulting in a stronger community of faith at KirkWood.

And most of all, I thank God for sending Jesus Christ, the Light of the World. What a perfect way to illuminate the
darkness, create newness that represents love, peace, hope and joy! God came down to Earth as a tiny baby. I ponder, what
do we do when we hold a new baby?
